· For taXMLit, the level of metadata capture is different than for the library digitization projects, so, for example all articles in a journal that are captured in taXMLit must have their own metadata, but that must be linked to whatever the libraries are doing.  [It is worth noting that for BHL, libraries are capturing metadata at a greater detail than is usual.]
