Abbreviated citations and ‘subreference’ citations have also been discussed as issues that need addressing.  
· Definitions:

· Abbreviated citations are the kinds of citations that frequently appear in taxonomic work, especially in citations of taxa and their synonyms.  These citations usually contain abbreviations of authors’ names and book and/or journal names. they do not contain article or chapter titles, and usually only refer to part of the page range of such an article or chapter.  

· Similarly, ‘subreference’ citations frequently appear in taxonomic work and also contain reference to only a part of the page range of a work.

· Needs:

· Reliably linkage to full citations, and ultimately to digitised works.  Can we use and build on Rod Page’s work?

· Indices, such as digital editions of some existing TDWG standards for botanical publication and authors’ names and synonyms

· Storage and hosting issues, etc

· Best practices for handling them

· Vocabulary/Ontology

It is hoped that a draft outline for a white paper will be posted to the Wiki prior to the meeting.  If there is time, we will review the outline and work on the white paper.
